Damp Mopping: Dilute 2x30ml doses for every 5L of cold water into mop bucket. Spray and Wipe in Trigger Spray: Dilute 1 x 30ml dose. Spray with caution, allow contact time and wipe away. Foamer: Dilute 2 x 30ml into 1400ml of water. Spray with caution, allow contact time and wipe away. Deep Fat Fryers: Switch off appliance, drain oil and any deposits. Dilute 180ml (6x30ml doses) with cold water. Submerge basket and utensils in solution and soak for 2 hours. Rinse with clean water and allow to air dry.
