Machine Washing: For normal soiling use 1 scoop or for heavy soiling use 2 scoops (both for nominal 5kg load) (1 scoop = 135 grams)


Hand Washing: Dissolve 1 scoop (135 grams) in 10 litres of water. Ensure powder is fully dissolved. After washing, rinse and dry hands thoroughly; avoid prolonged contact. The use of rubber gloves is recommended.
